 Exiled by Sin 

For centuries, Almighty God sent 
prophets to warn the Chosen People to stop 
sinning and return to His Covenant. The Chosen 
People neglected the prophets’ warnings, con-
tinued to sin against Almighty God, and suf-
fered the consequences. 

The people “practiced all the abominations of 
the nations and polluted the Lord’s temple,” 
choosing to live outside God’s covenant. 

Almighty God permitted the Babylonians to in-
vaded Israel, destroyed the Temple, and the 
Israelites were exiled to Babylon.

                 Why?         
Some probably did not want to return to the 
Promised Land. Some may have not wanted to 
make the 900-mile journey by foot. Some prob-
ably did not want to have the hardships of re-
claiming their old land, rebuilding Jerusalem, 
and rebuilding the Temple. Our Lord came into 
our world that everyone who believes in Him 
might not perish, but might                                
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 have eternal life. 
Our Lord establishes a new Cove-
nant and His Holy Catholic Church, 
calling all to a new supernatural vo-
cation: eternal life with Almighty 
God . The Holy Eucharist, His Body 
and Blood, Soul and Divinity, is the 

sign of this new covenant and the source of 
new life in Him. 

Although Our Lord is calling all to eter-
nal life, some have left His Church and exiled 
themselves by not accepting God’s mercy.
 Like those who stayed in Babylon, their 
reasons to remain exiled and stay on the path 
to eternal suffering are many. 

Some have deceived themselves and be-
lieve they are happy in their sin. 

Some don’t want to make the effort of a 
long spiritual journey until they reach heaven. 

Some don’t want to make the effort to 
conquer their sin.    
 But Our Lord came into our world so no 
one will perish. 

As we are commanded by Our Lord to 
love our neighbor, let us love those who have 
left the Church and away from God’s mercy by 
inviting them to go with us to the sacrament of 
Reconciliation. 

Where they too can receive the love and 
forgiveness of Our Lord and be placed again on 
the narrow path to heaven.
